
Developing Male Relationships


This tool is intended to help men’s ministry leaders develop relationships with men. 

Greet

· Set time aside to greet people at church or your men’s events

· Shake hands and be friendly

· Bless people as they leave church

· Invite new people out to lunch after church…
Meet

· Seek out men to meet for breakfast or lunch

· Schedule a time that is convenient for them
· Go to where the men are; try not to have them come to you

Listen

· Start with small talk (sports, weather, hobbies, news…)
· Move to deeper subjects (job, family, spiritual life, relationship with God…)
· Be careful not to give too much advice. Be sensitive to his sharing.
· Take time to get to know each other.

Learn

· Take mental notes from the conversation regarding his needs and or desires.
· If need be, create a personal file to review before the next time you meet together.

· Keep all notes confidential and private

Love

· Pray with him and for him.

· Seek to meet needs and demonstrate Christian love (John 13:34-35).
· If and when appropriate, invite him to attend a small group. Note: your small groups should be designed to help men with their needs. Use what you learn about him to encourage him to attend.
· If you sense this is a relationship that should go deep and the individual appears to desire the deeper things in his spiritual life, challenge him to commit to one-on-one discipleship.
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
