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Introduction

We maintain personal contact with God through the Word and Prayer. The Word is our spiritual food as well as our sword for spiritual battle. It is the foundation for effective Christian living. Through Prayer we have direct communication with our heavenly Father and receive provision for our needs. As we pray we show our dependence upon and trust in Him (Navigators Wheel Illustration). 

Prayer is ordained for specific purposes. The most important of these is fellowship with God (Ps 84; 1 Jn 1:3). God’s answers to prayer reflects the giving nature of His love. He takes the initiative. Fellowship is created as humans respond in adoration and thanksgiving (The Disciples Study Bible pg 1697).

Prayer is God’s means of executing His will among humans (Ex 8:30,31; 1 Jn 5:14, 15). Prayer should advance the work of God’s kingdom and the growth of God’s people (Rom 1:9,10). Prayer is a work of God in which humans participate (The Disciples Study Bible pg 1697).

For over twenty years I have read books, completed bible studies, and participated in various church related prayer activities. This experience led me to create tools, templates and handouts to help keep my prayer life more focused and effective. For some men this type of handout is really helpful. For others, it is binding and a bit  too structured. My goal is to help stimulate men to pray. If that end is met, then my efforts are not in vain (1 Cor. 15:58).

Christian Soldiers Creed

Acknowledging that a Christian soldier is commissioned to be a militant, a fighter, an aggressive warrior in the attack on the “gates of hell,” I must also accept the fact that as a Christian soldier, my Commander in Chief expects me to engage the enemy on my knees, with the shout of victory, “The battle belongs to the Lord!”
Never shall I fail my brothers! I will always keep myself mentally alert, morally straight, and spiritually strong. I will shoulder more than my share of responsibility in every battle, whatever that may be.

Gallantly I will show the world that I’m a specially selected and well-trained soldier. My Christian demeanor, my readiness for battle, and the care of my equipment, the full armor of God, shall be an example for others to follow.

Energetically I will meet Your enemies upon my knees, Lord. My assigned post shall be the prayer closet. I shall defeat them on the field of battle, for I am continually training and will fight with all my might, remembering “Greater is He that is in me than he that is in the world.” Surrender is not a Christian word! I will never leave a wounded brother to fall into the hands of the enemy, and under no circumstances will I ever embarrass my fellow warriors in Christ or my Commander in Chief

Readily will I display the intestinal fortitude required to fight on to the Christian objective and complete my mission, even if I be the lone survivor, knowing that my Commander will “never leave me nor forsake me.”

Untiringly will I defend the cause of my Commander, on my knees, at my post, knowing that “the prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective.” (James 5:16,17)

Conversational Group Prayer

The Bible urges us to pray, both privately and together. To get the most out of our limited time we suggest a few principles and guidelines for conversational small group prayer. Using conversational prayer in groups leads to an increased consciousness of God’s presence and consequently a greater group vitality and unity. It also helps new Christians to fashion their own prayers. The following guidelines are designed to help men get the most out of your small group time for prayer.

Maintain These Guidelines
· Stick to the subject. Pray back and forth on a SINGLE subject, one person or situation at a time, in agreement (Matthew 18-19-20) until the subject is completed. 

· Everybody participates who so desires, but no one is forced to participate. 

· No one monopolizes. Keep prayers brief, just a sentence or short paragraph. Pray as often as you like, but give AT LEAST one other person a turn before praying again. 

· Limit each prayer to one minute maximum. Conversational prayers are concise statements which are stated in to the point terms. The ‘content’ is more important than the ‘extent.’ 

· Periods of silence are OK. Use them to listen for God’s voice and sense the Spirit’s direction.

· Be brief when sharing your requests.  If you take too long sharing your requests, others may not have an opportunity to participate. Get in the habit of keeping your requests short and simple.

· Be aware of God’s presence and respond with His purpose:
· Aware of God who is present with us. 

· Adoration: who He IS. 

· Thanksgiving: what He DOES 

· Attention: what He SAYS.
· Aware of Our Sin in God's presence. Confession: what I have DONE or FAILED TO DO. 

· Aware of Others from God's point of view. Intercession: what THEY need. 

· Aware of Our Needs  Petition: what I NEED. 

Enhance Your Participation
An experienced facilitator can enhance conversational group prayer by exercising a few basic principles. Here are some guidelines and principles for the small group facilitator:

· Collect prayer requests as appropriate. Ask the men to provide readers digest versions.

· Encourage all participants to pray.

· Ask someone else to open,  be ready to close on time

· Periodically review the guidelines (see Conversational Prayer Guidelines handout)

· Lovingly restrain those who over participate

· Allow for periods of silence

· Enforce the time constraint of one minute maximum for delivering prayers or sharing prayer requests.

· Start and stop your prayer sessions on time

· Implement these guidelines while exercising care and grace to your men

It is inevitable that some members of the group will be more at ease in conversational prayer than others. But nothing will kill a time of prayer more than if one or two members monopolize the prayers either by praying too often or at too great a length. Conversational prayer should give every man equal opportunity to pray and participate. The last page of this document is a handout for you to copy and provide for each man in your small group. May the Lord greatly bless your time and ministry to men.

Prayer Based on Scripture

Prayer provides every Christian with direct communication to God. While there are numerous ways and styles for prayer, this document advocates using five key areas. They are Adoration, Confessions, Thanksgiving and Supplication. Supplication can be broken down into two sub areas of Intercession and Petition. Many Christians know this as the popular acronym ACTS. It is easy to remember and provides every Christian with tools to pray in almost any circumstance.

Adoration is praising God for who He is. He created us and desires for us to worship Him. One of the most excellent ways to worship Him is through the use of Scriptures. There are many great Scriptures which describe the attributes of God. Here is one of my favorites “1 Praise be to the LORD my Rock, who trains my hands for war, my fingers for battle. 2  He is my loving God and my fortress, my stronghold and my deliverer, my shield, in whom I take refuge, who subdues peoples under me (Psalm 144:1,2).
Confession is agreeing with God regarding your lack of obeying God’s word. One consistent trait you see when people get close to God is a new revelation of His holiness and their sin. Confession removes the sin and brings us into a right relationship with God so He can speak to us from His word through the influence of His Spirit. “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9). The more time you spend with Him, the more you will discover concerning your need for His forgiveness.

Thanksgiving is thanking God for the good and bad situations in your life. In times of blessing and times of difficulty we are to give God thanksgiving. This means thanking Him even when you don’t feel like it. This does not mean you have to be cheerful in your expression. God does not want you to be dishonest. Thanksgiving for your difficult circumstances shows your appreciation and gratitude for what God has done for you in the past and demonstrates your faith in Him for what He is going to do in the future. “In everything give thanks for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus” (1 Thess 5:18).

Supplication is broken down into two parts: Intercession for others and petitions for yourself. Intercession is praying on behalf of another for their needs. Samuel the prophet loved the people of Israel and provide a great model for all Christians. “As for me, fare be it from me that I should sin against the Lord by failing to pray for you. And I will teach the way that is good and right.” (1 Samuel 12:23). Petition is lifting up your own needs before the Lord. As you pray you show your dependence upon and trust in Him. “Casting all you cares upon Him because he cares about you.” (1 Peter 5:7).

Spending time in God’s word and prayer is the central ways for deepening your understanding of who God is and what He does. The more time you spend with Him the better you will grow in your relationship. The rest of this handout contains sample prayers for you to use as a pattern for your own personal time in the battle for living a godly life. May the Lord richly bless you as you seek to know Him and experience His presence.

Pray Using ACTS

Father, help me to forgive and release others (Matthew 6:12-15).

Father, I pray for ________________________ who has mistreated me. Set my will to forgive that person.

6. And Lead Us Not Into Temptation, But Deliver Us From the Evil One

Father protect me and my family this morning. Help us to resist the devil and force him to flee from us by drawing closer to You (James 4:7).

Father, should any temptation grip me this day, you are faithful and will not allow me to be tempted beyond what I can stand. You have promised that with each temptation you will provide a “way of escape” (1 Corinthians 10:13).  Please show me your way out, Lord.

7. For Yours Is the Kingdom, and The Power and Glory Forever

O Lord, Yours is the greatness and the power and the glory and the majesty and the splendor, for everything in heaven and earth is yours.  Yours O Lord, is the kingdom; You are exalted as head over all. Now, my God I give you thanks and praise your glorious name (1 Chronicles 29:11,12).

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father (Philippians . 2:10,11).

 Pray on full Armor of God

Read Ephesians 6:14-18 as a model for praying on the full armor of God.

“Stand firm then “Oh great and mighty God, help me keep my feet firmly planted in the face of your enemies as I go throughout the day serving as Your soldier.”

· with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, “Around my waist I wrap the belt of your truth which supports the small of my back, keeps me balanced and protects vital organs.”

· with the breastplate of righteousness in place, “Over my chest I place the breastplate of righteousness. Not my righteousness, but the righteousness of Christ. Protect me from the blows of the enemy.”

· and with your feet fitted with the readiness that comes from the gospel of peace. “On my feet I place sandals of readiness. Show me where You are at work and enable me to share the gospel of who You are and what You have done to save men from their sins.”

· In addition to this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. “In my one hand I place the shield of faith to use against the onslaught of flaming arrows sent by Your enemies. Show me when and where to raise this shield. Enable me to see the enemies attack and so properly defend myself by having faith and trust in only You.”

· Take the helmet of salvation “I place the helmet of salvation over my head. Protect my mind from being impacted by the world, the flesh and the devil. Keep my mind focused on serving You and the mission You have provided for me to live in a day to day service.”
· and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. “In my other hand I place Your sword of the Spirit which are words You have spoken. Enable me to properly wield the sword as a good soldier of Christ Jesus. Show me how to apply the words You speak and become more like Your Son.

· And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of requests. “Fill me with your inward abiding Holy Spirit so I may lift up prayers as I go throughout the day serving You. Enable me to pray without ceasing, always giving thanks for the days events since they are Your will for my life.”

With this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the saints.” “Open my eyes to see You and continually sense Your presence and purpose throughout the day. Help me be a man alert to opportunities, ready for action and committed to fulfill my duties. This morning I pray for all the men and women in our body and ask you give me reminders throughout the day for specific prayers on their behalf. Blessed be the Lord my Rock, Who trains my hands for war, and my fingers for battle (Psalm 144:1).

Pray to Jehovah

Gracious are You Lord, and righteous; yes, You are merciful. You have delivered my soul from death, my eyes from tears, and my feet from falling. O Lord, truly I am Your servant. I will offer to You the sacrifice of thanksgiving, and will call upon Your name (1 Jn 4:9; Ps 116:5,8,16,17).

Jehovah Rophe – The Lord Heals.  Surely You have borne our griefs and carried our sorrows. You were wounded for our transgressions, bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon You and with Your stripes we are healed. In Your own self You bore our sins in Your body on the tree, that we being dead to sin should live to righteousness. There is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men whereby we must be saved (Is 53:4,5; 1 Ptr 2:24; Acts 4:12).

Pray to Jesus Christ

You Are The Head Of All Things. Lord Jesus, You are the image of the invisible God, the first born of all creation. In You all things were created, in the heavens and on the earth. All things have been created through You and for You. You are before all things and in You all things hold together. You are the Head of the body, the Church. You are the first born from the dead – so that You Yourself might have firs place in all things. It was the Father’s good pleasure for all fullness to dwell in You and through You to reconcile all things to Himself in heaven or on earth. You are the Head over all rule and authority, and in You we are made complete. Col 1:15-20;2:10.

You Are The Lamb Of God. Lord Jesus, You are the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of the world. You died for our sins according to the Scriptures. In You we have redemption through Your blood, the forgiveness of sins. (John 1:29; 1 Cor. 15:3; Col 1:14; Rev 5:12,13).

You Are Our Savior. Lord Jesus, You came into the world not to condemn the world but that it might be saved. There is no other name given under heaven among men whereby we might be saved. You alone are able to keep us from falling and to make us stand in the Father’s presence blameless with great joy; and so to You the only God, our Savior, be glory, majesty, dominion, power, before all time, now and forever. Amen. (Jn 3:17; Acts 4:12; Jude 24,25)

You Are King of Kings. Lord Jesus, You have been exalted by God and given a Name which is above every name; that at Your name every knee should bow and every tongue shall confess that You are Lord, to the glory of God the Father. You are the blessed and only Potentate, the King of Kings and Lord of Lords. The kingdoms of this world will become Your throne, and You shall reign forever and ever. (Phil 2:9-11; 2 Tim 6:15; Rev 11:15)
You Are The Good Shepherd. Lord Jesus, You are the Good Shepherd. You know Your own, and Your own know You. You came that we might have life and have it more abundantly. You laid down Your life for us. You are the door of the sheep. Through You we enter and are safe, and go in and out and find pasture. (Jn 10:7,9,10, 11,14).

You Are The Way And The Truth. Lord Jesus, You are the Way and Truth and the life. No one can come to the Father but by You. You are the new and living way which You inaugurated for us through the veil, that is Your flesh. Through You we have access in one Spirit to the Father. You are the truth, and if You make us free, we shall be free indeed. (Jn 14:6; Heb 10:20; Eph 2:18; Jn 8:32,36)

You Are The Bread Of Life. Lord Jesus, You are the bread of life. You are the bread of God which comes down out of heaven, and gives life to the world. He who comes to You shall never hunger and he who believes in You shall never thirst. You are the One that we may eat of and not die. He who eats Your flesh and drinks Your blood has eternal life, and You will raise him up in the last day. (Jn 6:33, 35, 48, 50, 54)

You Are The Light Of The World. Lord Jesus, You are the True Light which enlightens every man coming into the world. He who follows You shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life. In heaven there will be no need of the sun or the moon, for the glory of God illumines it and You are its lamp. (Jn 1:9; 8:12; Rev. 21:23).

You Are The Only Mediator.  Lord Jesus, You are the only Mediator between God and man. After you made purification for our sins, You sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high. You are able to save forever those who draw near to God through You, since You live to make intercession for us. (1 Tim 2:5; Heb 1:3; 7:25)

You Are The Resurrection And The Life. Lord Jesus, You are the resurrection and the life. The one who believes in You shall live, even if he dies; and everyone who lives and believes in You shall never die. You are the One who lives and was dead; and behold, you are alive forevermore. Amen. You have the keys of hell and death. (Jn 11:25, 26; Rev 1:18)

You Are God. You Are The Word. You were in the beginning. You were with God and You are God. He who has seen You has seen the Father. We believe You are in the Father and the Father in You. (Jn 1:1; 14:9,11)

Alpha and Omega. You are the Alpha (A) and the Omega (Z), who is and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty (Rev 1:8).

Beloved. You are the Beloved of the Father, through whom He has freely bestowed His grace (Eph 1:6).

Counselor. You are the Lord of host, whose counsel is wonderful, and whose wisdom is great. In You are held all the treasure of wisdom and knowledge (Is 28:29; Col 2:3).

Deliverer. You are the Deliverer who has come out of heaven. You are my Rock and my fortress, and my deliverer; my God, my shield, in whom I take refuge (Rom 11:26; Ps 18:2).

Immanuel.  You are called Immanuel for You are God with us. He that has seen You has seen the Father (Is 7:14; Jn 14:7).

Faithful One.   You are the Faithful and True One. All the promises of God in You are yes. Faithful are You who has called us, who will also do it (Rev 19:2; 2 Cor 1:20; 1 Thes. 5:24).

God Of The Whole Earth. You are our Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel, and God of the whole earth. All authority is given unto You in heaven and in earth (Is 54:5; Mt 28:18).

Head Of The Church. You are the Head of the Church, the Savior of the Body. You nourish and cherish the Church because we are members of Your body (Eph 5:23, 29. 30).

Image Of God.  You are the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His nature; You uphold all things by the word of Your power. After You made purification of sins, you sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high (Heb 1:3).

Grace.  Your name is called Jesus for You save Your people from their sins. The law came from Moses, but grace and truth come through You (Mt 1:21; John 1).

King Of Kings. You are the blessed and only Sovereign, King of kings and Lord of Lords (1Tim 6)

Light Of The World. You are the Light of the World; he who follows You does not walk in darkness, but has the light of life (Jn 8).

Mediator.  You are the only Mediator between God and man. You have become to us wisdom from God, righteousness, sanctification, and redemption (1 Tim 2:5; 1 Cor. 1).

Only Begotten. You are the only Begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. No man has seen the Father, but You have revealed Him. You were sent to the world by Your Father’s love, that whoever believes in You should not perish, but have everlasting life (Jn 1:14,18; 3:16).

Prince Of Peace.  You have made it possible for us to have peace with God through justification of faith. You have made it possible for us to have peace with others through the breaking down of the middle wall of partition. You are our peace (Is 9:6; Rm 5:1; Eph 2:14).

Righteous Judge. You are the Righteous Judge. When I have fought the fight, finished the course, and kept the faith, You will give to me and to all others who have loved Your appearing the crown of righteousness (2 Tim 4:7,8).

Savior.  You are the only Mediator between God and men. There is salvation in no one else; for there is not other name under heaven that has been given among men, by which we must be saved (1 Tim 2:5; Acts 4:12).

True Vine. You are the True Vine and Your Father is the Vinedresser. Every branch in You that does not bear fruit, the Father takes away, and every branch that bears fruit, He prunes it that it may bear more fruit. You are the Vine, we are the branches. If we abide in You and You abide in us, we will bear much fruit. Apart from You we can do nothing (Jn 15:1,2,5).

Pray To The Holy Spirit

One Sent.  Blessed Comforter, Holy Spirit, we recognize You, acknowledge You, and Praise You as the One sent from the Father in the name of Christ to teach all things (Jn 14:26).

Comforter.  Blessed Holy Spirit, we receive You as the Comforter sent from the Father to dwell with us forever (Jn 14:26)

Indweller.  Indwelling Holy Spirit, who dwells in us and enables us to cry, “Abba, Father” – we praise You and will hear Your voice today (1 Cor. 3:16; Gal 4:6; Heb 3:7). Spirit of Truth, I praise You for guiding me into all truth – You have not spoken of Yourself. You have glorified Christ the Lord, and have revealed to us the deep things of God (Jn 16:13, 14; 2 Cor. 2:10).

Spreader Of The Love Of God.  I praise You, Holy Spirit, for shedding abroad in our hearts the love of God which surpasses all knowledge (Rm 5:5; Eph 3:19).

Fruit Producer.  I praise You and recognize You as the source of love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, godliness, faithfulness, meekness and temperance (Gal 5:22,23).

Prayer Teacher. I acknowledge You, Holy Spirit, as the One who gives us access through Jesus Christ to the Father. I praise You that You teach us to pray and that I am blessed as You pray for me and in me (Eph 2:18; Rm 8:26; Jude 20).

Re-newer. All praise to You who renews us and sanctifies us and fills us with joy (Tit 3:5; 2 Thes 2:13; 1 Thes 1:6).

Baptizer. Blessed Holy Spirit, you have baptized us into one Body in Christ, even as John the Baptist said that Christ would be the One who would baptize us in the Holy Spirit (1Cor 12:13; Mt 3:11).

Gift Giver. You are the One, blessed Spirit, who gives a variety of gifts, distributing to each one individually just as You will, giving to each one the manifestation for the common good (2 Cor 1:4, 7, 11).

Uniter and Builder. Blessed Holy Spirit, on You we are built together as the temple of God. You build us on the foundation of the apostles and prophets; Christ Jesus Himself being the chief corner stone, and in Him is the whole building being fitted together, is growing to a holy temple in the Lord (Eph 2:20-22). 

Assurer. By You, Holy Spirit, we were sealed after we believed in Christ our Lord. You are the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of this purchased possession, unto the praise of His glory (Eph 1:13,14).

Giver Of The Word.  We praise You for the Word of God that came in due time, not by the will of man, but by holy men of God as they were inspired under Your moving.

Guide. We praise You that You lead us as the sons of God, and that through You we are able to mortify the deeds of the body (Rm 8:13,14).

Filler. Blessed Holy Spirit, we acknowledge You as the One who fills us with the fullness of God, and that Your presence is manifested in all goodness and righteousness and truth (Eph 5:18,19).

The One Spirit. We confess that there is one body, one Spirit, one hope of our calling, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of us all, who is over all, through all and in all, and that we will strive to keep Your unity in the bond of peace (Eph 4:6,7).

Only Incarnate. Blessed Spirit, we praise You that we can recognize Your presence by the confession that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. We will not believe every spirit, but test them to see if they are from God (1 Jn 4:2,3)

Convicting.  Blessed Holy Spirit, You are the one who convicts the world of sin, righteousness and judgment. Of sin, because they believe not in Christ; of righteousness, because He has gone to the Father and we see Him no more; and of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged. You will indeed guide us into all the truth (Jn 16:8-13).
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
