1 – Sorrow, Support, and Struggle
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 1:1-2:32


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: After hearing of Saul and Jonathon’s death, David mourns, weeps, and fasts. With Saul no longer king, David sought the strength and renewal of God as he faces rising to the throne of Israel and leading God’s people. His lament is a testimony of his care and concern for two men anointed by God, one an enemy and the other his closest friend. As expected, war breaks out between the house of David and the house of Saul. 



	Part I: Receiving Bad News – 2 Samuel 1:1-16
What are the events surrounding this section of Scripture?
Why do you think this man was so willing to run to David and tell him this news?
How does David’s actions relate to taking judgment into our own hands?
What are ways men can administer justice as a follower of Christ?

	Part II: Expressing Deep Grief – 2 Samuel 1:17-27
What did you learn about the deep grief David felt for Jonathan and Saul?
Why did David’s lament put Saul in a positive light?
How does grieving over the death of others relate to men’s feelings?
What are proper ways for men to express grief?


	Part III: Accepting Judah’s Throne – 2 Samuel 2:1-7
What happens in this section of Scripture?
Why did David go to Hebron?
What does David’s message to the men of Jabesh Gilead have to do with David becoming king?
What are ways a man can rule in his home or work to keep peace in his kingdom?


	Part IV Warring Between Houses – 2 Samuel 2:8-32

What is happening between the house of Saul and the house of David?
Why is Abner promoting Ish-Bosheth to be the ruling king?
How does Abner’s mention of the sword help bring about peace?
How can men stay close as brothers and avoid getting into battles?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 1:25-26


	Conclusion: Even though David sought the mind of God and the timing of God, he still had to deal with difficult people, which includes his relatives. Living out God’s will does not stop us from experiencing deep pain or enduring conflicts as we learn to wait.

2 – Reaction to Political Murder
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 3:1-4:12


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: David’s rise to the throne was one of personal struggle, war, and murder. In the first two lessons of this study, we see three powerful men each receive a blow that ends their lives. Asahel, Abner, and Ish-Bosheth are murdered. Ashael by Abner, Abner by Joab, and Ishbosheth by Recab and Baanah. David reacts with a sense of justice by calling a curse on the guilty and administrating justice to the men responsible for acts of evil. 



	Part I: Abner’s Defection to David – 2 Samuel 3:1-21
What do you learn about Ish-Bosheth and Abner?
Why was this insult a serious concern for both men?
How does David’s rule compare to Ish-Boseth’s ability to rule a kingdom?
What can men do to keep peace in their kingdoms?

	Part II: Joab Murders Abner – 2 Samuel 3:22-39
What are the events surrounding he murder of Abner?
Why did Joab murder this man?
How does David’s response demonstrate being a man after God’s heart?
What are ways we can demonstrate honor to other men who have died no matter what the cause of death?


	Part III: Recab and Baanah Murder Ish-Bosheth – 2 Samuel 4:1-12
What kind of men are Recab and Baanah?
Why were they so quick to kill and decapitate the ruler of Israel?

How does this section relate to chapter one?
What are ways men can encourage one another to properly wait on God verses taking situations into our own hands?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 3:1


	Conclusion: David knew that God was the one to advance him to the throne; so, he did not take action to remove his opposition. Instead, he trusted in God’s sovereignty over his life and calling as king. Sometimes the road to fulfill God’s word and will for a man’s life is a test of faith, hope, and perseverance.

2 - List Your Own Questions
3 – Anointed and Victorious
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 5:1-5:25


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: David’s reign over the tribe of Judah lasted seven years. After the death of Ish-Bosheth the final ascension to rule over the Northern tribes of Israel as well as over Judah lay clearly in site. People from both communities point out they are descendants of Jacob and that God has anointed David to lead the people as their king. David was anointed three times in his ascension to the place of king, from Samuel at his father’s home, from Judah in Hebron, and now from all the tribes of Israel. 



	Part I: David Becomes King – 2 Samuel 5:1-5
What are the political elements of this section?
Why was it important for all concerned to acknowledge God’s Word?
How does being a shepherd relate to leading a nation of people?
What are ways men can rule their homes as godly leaders?

	Part II: David Captures Jerusalem – 2 Samuel 5:6-16
What did you learn about the battle for Zion?
Why did David want to conquer a new city to establish his rule and reign?
How does David’s family life relate to his kingdom life?
What can men do to help them stay obedient to God’s word?


	Part III: David Conquers the Philistines – 2 Samuel 5:17-25
What are the circumstances surrounding this attack by the Philistines?
Why was important for David to inquire of the Lord?
How does a man inquire the Lord today?
What are ways we can help men seek the face of God and learn His will?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 5:13


	Conclusion: Just as David rules over the entire nation, Christ should rule over an entire man’s life and ministry. Anything left outside of God’s will is sure to bring rebellion and strife. Every man in the family of God needs to invite Him to reign over every area of his life. With Christ as Lord men experience peace and victory.

4 – Promise, Prayer, and Purpose
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 7:1-8:18


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: Secure and stabilized in his home palace, David seeks for God’s blessing to build Him a magnificent temple. God responds by giving David a promise for an eternal kingdom ruled by a king that comes from his own family heritage. After hearing God’s word on the matter, David communes with the Lord and pours out a heart of praise and thankfulness. 



	Part I: God’s Promise – 2 Samuel 7:1-17
What did you learn regarding the Davidic Covenant?
Why did God reject David as the builder of His temple?
How does David’s desire for a temple relate the promise received from God?
What can we do to make this section of Scripture an application in life?

	Part II: David’s Prayer – 2 Samuel 7:18-29
What are the unique aspects of David’s response to God’s Word?
Why does David repeatedly call God the Sovereign Lord?
How does David’s prayer life serve as a model for men today?
What are ways men can learn the promises of God?


	Part III: David’s Victories – 2 Samuel 8:1-18
What is significant about this section of Scripture?
Why was it important for the narrator (author) to record this?
How does the physical realm of battle relate to the spiritual realm of battle?
What are ways men can engage in spiritual battle and be victorious in Christ?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 7:12


	Conclusion: The crowning fulfillment of these promises is in Jesus Christ. He lived a sinless life and provided salvation for the human race by being crucified. After His death, he arose from the grave to sit at the right hand of God. There, He reigns until His enemies become a footstool for His feet (Hebrews 1:8-13). God keeps His promises.

4 - List Your Own Questions
5 – The Danger of Lust
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 11:1-27


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: When David should have been on the battlefield, he is lying in bed and indulging his flesh. Looking out from his rooftop, he finds the beauty of a bathing woman and gives in to his lust. Not only does he yield to his lust, he carries his sin further by trying to cover up his actions through manipulation, alcohol, and murder. If David could have foreseen the outcome of his actions, he would have done a much better job of guarding his heart. The Bible states the facts and draws out lessons from the lives of God’s men for both good and bad. 



	Part I: Lust and Sexual Sin – 2 Samuel 11:1-5
What is the scenario for David in this section of Scripture?
Why should he have been in war instead of home resting?
How does this section of Scripture relate to Christ’s words in Matthew 5:28?
What are ways we can help stay out of lustful situations?

	Part II: Manipulation and Control – 2 Samuel 11:6-13
What are the lessons you learned in this section?
Why was Uriah so dedicated to his brothers in arms?
How does this relate to spiritual wars?
What can you do to keep from manipulating others?


	Part III: Manipulation and Conspiracy – 2 Samuel 11:14-27
What are your observations in these verses?
Why did Joab want the messenger to be sure to mention the death of Uriah?
How does David’s flippant response to Uriah’s death (11:25) relate to his response over Saul or Abner’s death (2 Samuel 1:11-27; 3:31-39)?
What applications can you make from this aspect in David’s example?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 11:11


	Conclusion: David was careless in allowing his eyes to wander and then yield to the lust of his flesh. All men have to learn to control the lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes, and the boastful pride of life. Otherwise, their evil wants drag them away into a world of enticement. After a desire is ill conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown gives birth to death (James 1:14-15).

5 - List Your Own Questions
6 – The Confession of Sin
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 12:1-31; Psalm 51


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: God sends the prophet Nathan to visit David to confront the king’s sin using a story of a man unfairly robbed of an ewe lamb. After hearing the case, David unknowingly pronounces a sentence on his own sin that equates to payment four times over. With clear and straight language, Nathan lays out David’s sin and God’s judgment. 



	Part I: Nathan’s Rebuke – 2 Samuel 12:1-14
What lessons did you learn from this section?
Why do so man biblical characters use stories to communicate their point?

How does the story relate to David’s life?
What are some ways men can develop good stories to communicate biblical points?

	Part II: David’s Response – 2 Samuel 12:15-25; Psalm 51:1-19
What are your observations regarding David’s response
What does it mean for God to create a pure heart or renew a steadfast spirit (Ps 51:10)?
How does David’s repentance relate to Saul’s repentance?
What are ways men can be sure to avoid being like Saul and acting more like David?


	Part III: Joab’s Challenge – 2 Samuel 12:26-31
What does Joab do to get the king back into the battle?
Why was it important for David to get the victory instead of Joab?
How does the begging of 2 Samuel 11 relate to the end of 2 Samuel 12?
What are ways we can keep men in the battle?



	Review memory verse: Psalm 51:10


	Conclusion: The consequences for David’s sin should serve as a clear warning to all men to “be careful that you don’t fall!” 1 (Corinthians 10:12). Men need to be aware of how sin starts in the mind and keep watch on their thought life. A man reaps what he sows. The one who sows to please his sinful nature will reap destruction; the one who sows to please the Spirit will reap eternal life (Galatians 5:7-8). Sow a thought; reap an act; sow an action; reap a habit; sow a habit; reap a destiny.

6 - List Your Own Questions
7 – Family Turbulence
	Lesson Scriptures: 2  Samuel 13:1-14:33


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: The weight of sin is quick to display itself through the lives of David’s children. Amnon seduces his half sister but ends up raping her when the seduction fails. Tamar’s brother, Absalom, takes her into his home and then plots to murder Amnon. Absalom flees the country but later through the influence of David’s general, Joab, returns to Hebron. At first, David refuses to see his son but eventually they meet where the king embraces an embittered young man. 



	Part I:  Absalom and Tamar – 2 Samuel 13:1-22
What are the circumstances surrounding this horrible incident?
Why was it important for Tamar to do the right thing?
How does this compare with young men of today?
What can you do to help all men from taking advantage of others, especially young women?

	Part II: Absalom and Amnon – 2 Samuel 13:23-39
What do you learn about Absalom? 
Why did he wait so long to get his revenge?
How does this sin compare with the sin of his father David?
What are ways you can help a man deal with anger and hate?



	Part III: Absalom and David – 2 Samuel 14:1-33
Who are the characters in this episode?

Why did Joab select this particular women?

How does the story she tells compare to the story Nathan tells?
How can this set of stores make a difference in the life of a man?



	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 13:21


	Conclusion: Although David is a man after God’s own heart, he has several weaknesses as a parent in administrating godly discipline. After Amnon rapes Tamar, David is furious but takes no action to put right the situation. He could have invoked the penalty prescribed by the law (Leviticus 20:17). After two years, Absalom devises a scheme and then murders his half brother. To avoid prosecution he flees the country to his grandparents and stays there until Joab manipulates David into allowing his return. David’s acceptance of his son comes too late to keep Absalom from being embittered and hateful.

7 - List Your Own Questions
8 – Conspiracy and Rebellion
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 15:1-37


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: Absalom conspires against his father, and uses various political methods to seduce the people from their loyalty to their king. Under pretense of paying a vow to pray and worship, he gains permission from David to go to Hebron. There he prepares the people for a rebellion. Needing good counsel, he seeks the advice of, David’s counselor Ahithophel. After David learns of the general defection of the nation, he flees the city with his family, friends, and loyal officials. 


	Part I: Absalom’s Strategy – 2 Samuel 15:1-12
What was Absalom’s strategy?
Why did he select Hebron?
How does this deception relate to David’s deception?
What can you do to keep from living a deceptive life?

	Part II: David’s Flight – 2 Samuel 15:13-29
What did you learn from this section?
Why did David send the ark and the priests back to the city in the hands of Absalom?
How does the Ittai’s response to David relate to Ruth’s response to Naomi (Ruth 1:16-17)?
What are ways a man can show loyalty to his friends and leaders?


	Part III: Hushai’s Counsel – 2 Samuel 15:30-37
What did you learn about Hushai and David?
Why was it important for David to have spies in Abasalom’s kingdom?
How does the actions of Hushai compare to that of Ahithopel?
What is important to apply from this section of Scripture?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 15:21


	Conclusion: Friendship is often defined amid heartache, turmoil, and tragedy. During the period of Abaslom’s revolt, we see the reaction of three men who were once considered the kings friend: Ahithophel, Ittai, and Hushai. Ahithophel joins the revolt and betrays David. Ittai commits to be there for David’s defense in life-or-death. Hushai put himself into a dangerous situation as a spy by faking service to the new king.

9 – Curses and Counsels, Enemies and Friends
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 16:1-17:29


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: Revolutions become times of revelation where men display their true colors. Some men will stay loyal as friends and allies; others turn in hopes of gaining power, prestige, or possessions. Ziba lies to David about Mephibosheth and under extreme stress, David is quick to pass judgment. Shimei, a member of the house of Saul, displays severe hatred and abhorrence for David by cursing his life and pelting his body. Hushai willingly enters Absalom’s service in an order to thwart the revolt. 



	Part I: Flattery and Deceptions – 2 Samuel 16:1-4
What observations did you regarding Ziba?
How can you be sure someone’s report about another is correct before you act?

	Part II: Curses and Conflicts – 2 Samuel 16:5-14
What did you learn from this section?
Why did David stop his men from killing Shimei?
How does this section illustrate the sovereignty of God?
In what situations could a man apply similar to David’s response?

	Part III: Counsels and Circumstances – 2 Samuel 16:15-17:29
What did you learn from this section?
Why was it important for Absalom to sleep with David’s concubines?
How does the death of Ahithophel relate to the death of Judas (Matthew 27:5)?
What are ways men can discern godly council from ungodly councel?


	Review memory verse: Psalm 3:5-6


	Conclusion: David’s behavior is a wonderful testimony of a man who trusts in the Lord. He knew the Lord would avenge him at the right time. In a Christ like manner, he restrains from retaliation and entrusts his situation into the hands of God.  In the New Testament Peter writes, “When they hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to him who judges justly.” (1 Peter 2:23).

10– Death and Deliverance
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 18:1-19:43


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: God allowed this rebellion as a part of the price David was to pay for the sins of adultery, deception, and murder. Additionally this event helped to remove those in David’s kingdom who were disloyal. As in every rebellion, a day of reckoning finally arrived. Sometimes God’s judgments fall swiftly, while at other times He waits and acts slowly. 



	Part I: Absalom’s Death – 2 Samuel 18:1-18
What are the circumstances surrounding Absalom’s death?
What is the meaning behind the forest claiming more lives than the sword?
How does Abasalom’s death relate to his pride in life?
What are ways men can ensure their pride does not destroy their life or the lives of others?

	Part II: David’s Reaction – 2 Samuel 18:19-19:8
How does David react to the news of Absalom’s death?
Why was David’s reaction so critical to the moral of his army?
In what way does the character of a news bearer relate to the type of news they share?
What can men do to ensure the news they share is designed to build and not destroy?


	Part III: David’s Return – 2 Samuel 19:9-43
What did you learn from this section? Who are the main characters?
Why is it important for David to remove Joab from being his top general?
How does the behavior of David relate to the concept of loyalty?
What are ways men can unwittingly be disloyal to a spiritual leader?


	Review memory verse: Psalm 27:1-3


	Conclusion: The story of David’s rejection and resulting return shows the attitudes people today have toward Christ the King of kings. There are the loyal few who stand by their absent King, and there are the selfish majorities who prefer rebellion. As soldiers of the King, we are to wage warfare, hasten his return, and live in obedience to his rule.

10 - List Your Own Questions
11 – Rebellion and Retribution
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 20:1-21:22


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: Peace in the kingdom does not last too long. First, Sheba incites a new rebellion. Second, Joab assassinates Amasa to gain back his status as commanding general (2 Samuel 19:13) even though Joab and Amasa were cousins (1 Chronicles 2:16-17). Third, there is a three-year famine that brings David to a point where he seeks the Lords face. After seeking Gods word, he is forced to deal with Saul’s previous injustices. In all three events, lives are affected. 



	Part I: The Next Rebellion – 2 Samuel 20:1-25
What are the key events that take place in this section?
Why did Joab have to assassinate his cousin Amasa?
How does the women of the city compare with an earlier woman from Tekoa (2 Samuel 14:1-3)?
What are some ways men can emotionally assassinate their brothers and sisters in the church?

	Part II: The Gibeonite’s Retribution – 2 Samuel 21:1-14
What are the circumstances for this account in Scripture?
Why did Saul try to annihilate them?
How does the sparing of Mephiboseth compare to the way God spares men from the consequences of their own sins?
What can you do to help men expose their sins and receive mercy from the Lord?


	Part III: The Descendants of Rapha – 2 Samuel 21:15-22
What happens to David in this battle with the Philistines?
Why was it important for David to refrain from participating in fierce combat?
How does that relate to the way men in church deal with spiritual battles?
What are ways men can help one another in and through the battles of life?


	Review memory verse: Psalm 27:13-14


	Conclusion: Every man is a leader. Thus, wives, girlfriends, and coworkers often look to their man for action in resolving conflicts and dealing with adverse circumstances. As king, David interceded for his people in the face of natural disaster, administered justice, and led his men into battles.

11 - List Your Own Questions
12 – Repentance and Revival
	Lesson Scriptures: 2 Samuel 24:1-25


	Open with prayer



	Introduction: Here is another example of God’s sovereignty where He allows Satan to work so the Lord fulfills His purposes in the lives of His leaders as well as His people. God told Moses that each man must pay a ransom for his life at the time it is counted otherwise they would suffer a plague (Exodus 30:12). David ignores this command from God as well as the counsel of his leading general. He then takes a census of his military might. After the census, David repents but his actions clearly have negative outcomes. 



	Part I: The Sin – 2 Samuel 24:1-9
What was the sin that David committed?
Why was it important for the king of Israel to not count his fighting men?
How does this kind of behavior relate to other near eastern kings?
What can men do to keep from the sin of pride in their accomplishments?

	Part II: The Suffering – 2 Samuel 24:10-17
What did you learn in this section?
Why did David select the third option?
How does David’s reaction in v 17 relate to how you stand before God for your family?
In what ways can you help men from committing sins that impact entire communities and families?


	Part III: The Sacrifice – 2 Samuel 24:28-25
What is significant in David’s sacrifice at the threshing floor of Araunah?
Why did Araunah tell David “May the Lord your God accept you.”?
How does a sacrifice in the Old Testament relate to sacrifices in the 21st century spiritual sacrifices?
What kind of sacrifices should you be making before the Lord on behalf of others?


	Review memory verse: 2 Samuel 24:14


	Conclusion: A man never outgrows temptation. In fact, the older a man gets the more time Satan has to find the kink in his armor. God gave David nine months to realize his sin and repent, yet he did not. It took the discipline of God for David to make the correct sacrifice, stop the plague, and usher in the revival of answered prayer.
